When Jesus came into the region of Caesarea Philippi, He asked His disciples, saying, “Who do men say that I, 
the Son of Man, am?”  So they said, “Some say John the Baptist, some Elijah, and others Jeremiah or one of the 
prophets.”  He said to them, “But who do you say that I am?”  Simon Peter answered and said, “You are the 
Christ, the Son of the living God.”                                                                       (Matthew 16:13 – 16, NKJV) 

 
 

When Jesus asked His disciples, “Who do men say that I, the Son of Man, am?”  Their response was many and 

varied … “Some say John the Baptist, some Elijah, and others Jeremiah or one of the prophets.”  Can you answer Jesus’ 
question, for today.  In other words, who are people saying that Jesus is, today? 
 
Today, some say that Jesus is: In Jesus’ days on earth, some said:    Simon Peter said:  
A god (one of many gods)  John the Baptist    You are the Christ 
A prophet (or one of many prophets) Elijah     Son of the Living God 
A spiritual leader   Jeremiah 
A great teacher or a healer  One of the prophets 
One of God’s many sons 
Just a man 
 
In Matthew 16, the people knew that Jesus was special and unique.   This is evident by their answer of John the 
Baptist, Elijah, Jeremiah or one of the prophets.  However, we know that as special as these men were, Jesus 
Christ is FAR BETTER and FAR GREATER than all of them.
